HIGH SCHOOL AND CDS PRINCIPAL’S REPORT:

Doug Kaelin reported he attended an ACSA meeting to understand the state budget; attended workshop on core standards; working with staff to develop EL leadership team; he thanked the counselor interview team for their help; Sheppard family had donated a scoreboard and shop clock; time for seniors to sign up for financial aid; Biggs Unified leads the county with the percentage of students who attend college; Pete Carr spoke to students about a speech contest; and Mel McLaughlin will compete with the Lions Speech Contest.

B.  ELEMENTARY SCHOOL PRINCIPAL’S REPORT:

Stacy Doughman reported on a rewards assembly for perfect attendance; 8th graders are doing fundraisers; Theater in the Now came and did a play; January was assessment month and all students are showing growth; behavior problems seem to be escalating on the playground recently; metal signs will be posted with the rules; principal attended regional curriculum meeting last week; funding for transitional kindergarten; special education compliance review; Reading Mastery groups were reconfigured; the second autism training will take place on February 6th; formal teacher observations have been conducted last month; and classes have objectives on the boards.
Doug Kaelin stated the drawing for perfect attendance was up to $250 at the high school.
